ELECTORAL ROLL 2019
This year we need to draw up a completely new electoral roll (this has to be done every six years).  Your name should be on the electoral roll if you want to come to the Annual General Meeting of our church and vote in the elections for Churchwardens and members of the Church Council.  In order to have your name on the electoral roll you need to fill in an application form.

This year everyone who wants to be on the new roll has to fill in an application form, even if their names were already on the previous roll. 

To be on the electoral roll, you should be baptised, and at least 16 years old.  

You should have worshipped at the Church of St. Alban’s, Strasbourg, regularly for at least six months.

Many chaplaincies enjoy active participation of individuals in Church life from ‘swallows’ – those who spend part of their time back in the UK/elsewhere.  Accordingly, it is customary to adopt a generous interpretation of the six month rule.  

You should be a lay person (not ordained).

You should be a member of the Church of England or of 

- any Church which belongs to the Anglican Communion (such as the Episcopal Church in the USA, the Anglican Church of Canada);

- any Church not in communion with the Church of England, which believes in the doctrine of the Holy Trinity. 

If you have any problems over this form, please approach the clergy or lay people responsible for the Church, who will be pleased to help you.
The application forms are now available at the back of the church or from the Electoral Roll Officer (Maryline William-Smith). Please return the forms in printed or electronic form to the Electoral Roll Officer no later than Sunday, 10th March 2019.
